Parents will
be notified in writing if their child is assigned to an accelerated reading instruction program as a
result of a diagnostic reading instrument.

A student will be required to attethany assigned accelerated instruction program, which may
occur before or after school or during the summer, if the student does not meet the passing
standards on the state assessment for his or her grade level and/or applicable subject area.

Prekindergart en and Kindergarten

Students enrolled iprekindergarten okindergarten are required to attend school and are
subject to the compulsory attendance requirements as long as they remain enrolled.

State law allows exemptions to the compulsory attendance requirements for several types of
absences if the student makes up all work. These include the following activities and events:

The district has established a plan for addressing child sexual abuse and other maltreatment of
children, which may be aessed aDistrict Policy FEH\s a parent, it is important for you to be
aware of warning signs that could indicate a child may have been or is being sexually abused.
Sexual abuse in the Texas Family Code is defined as any sexual conduct harmfuRt@aichil
mental, emotional, or physical welfare as well as a failure to make a reasonable effort to
prevent sexual conduct with a child. A person who compels or encourages a child to engage in
sexual conduct commits abuse. It is illegal to make or possesgpohidgraphy or to display

such material to a child. Anyone who suspects that a child has been or may be abused or
neglected has a legal responsibility, under state law, for reporting the suspected abuse or
neglect to law enforcement or to Child ProtectiServices (CPS).

Possible physical warning signs of sexual abuse could be difficulty sitting or walking, pain in the
genital areas, and claims of stomachaches and headaches. Behavioral indicators may include
verbal references or pretend games of sexuaivéiyt between adults and children, fear of being
alone with adults of a particular gender, or sexually suggestive behavior. Emotional warning
signs to be aware of include withdrawal, depression, sleeping and eating disorders, and
problems in school.

A chitd who has experienced sexual abuse or any other type of abuse or neglect should be
encouraged to seek out a trusted adult. Be aware as a parent or other trusted adult that
disclosures of sexual abuse may be more indirect than disclosures of physicahaduse

neglect, and it is important to be calm and comforting if your child, or another child, confides in
you. Reassure the child that he or she did the right thing by telling you.

Parents, if your child is a victim of sexual abuse or other maltreatmensdheol counselor or

principal will provide information regarding counseling options for you and your child available

in your area. The Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS) also manages early
intervention counseling programs.

Distance Learning

All Grade Le vels

Distance learning and correspondence courses include courses that encompass the state
required essential knowledge and skills but are taught through multiple technologies and
alternative methodologies such as mail, satellite, Internet, videnferendng, and
instructional television.

The distance learning opportunities that the district makes available to district students are
Dual Credit Courses administered in conjunction with South Plains College.

If a student wishes to enroll in a correspondenoerse or a distance learning course that is not
provided through the Texas Virtual School Network (TXVSN), as described below, to earn credit
in a course or subject, the student must receive permission from the principal prior to enrolling
in the course osubject. If the student does not receive prior approval, the district may not
recognize and apply the course or subject toward graduation requirements or subject mastery.

Texas Virtual School Network (TXVSN) (Secondary Grade Levels)

The Texas Virtual SabidNetwork (TXVSN) has been established by the state as one method of
distance learning. A student has the option, with certain limitations, to enroll in a course
offered through the TXVSN to earn course credit for graduation.

Dress a nd Grooming (All Grade Levels)

The Distret's dress code is established to teach grooming and hygiene, instill discipline, prevent
disruption, avoid safety hazards, and teach respect for authority. Students should be dressed
and groomed in a manner that is clean and neat and that will not beatither safetyhazard

to themselves or others.

The District prohibits any clothing or grooming that in the principal's judgement may
reasonably be expected to cause disruption of or interference with normal school operations.
The District prohibits pictuie emblems, or writings that are lewd, offensive, vulgar, or obscene

A student who has not achieved sufficient scores on the EOC assessments to
graduwate will have opportunities to retake the assessments. State law and state rules also
provide for certain scores on normeferenced national standardized assessments or on the
state-developed assessment used for entrance into Texas public universitiabgttste for

the requirement to meet satisfactory performance on an applicable EOC assessment, should a
student choose this option.

Health -Related Matters
Student lliness (All Grade Levels)

When your child is ill, please contact the school to let us know he or she will not be attending
that day. It is important to remember that schools are required to exclude students with certain
illnesses fran school for periods of time as identified in state rules. For example, if your child
has a fever over 100 degrees, he or she must stay out of school untiffeeeior 24 hours

without feverreducing medications. In addition, students with diarrheakises must stay

home until they are diarrhefree without diarrheasuppressing medications for at least 24

hours. A full list of conditions for which the school must exclude children can be obtained from
the school nurse.

If a student becomes ill durindpé school day, he or she must receive permission from the
teacher before reporting to the school nurse. If the nurse determines that the child should go
home, the nurse will contact the parent.

The district is also required to report certain contagiousr{oanicable) diseases or ilinesses to
the Texas Department of State Health Services (TDSHS) or our local/regional health authority.
The school nurse can provide information from TDSHS on these notifiable conditions.

Contact the school nurse if you have quess or if you are concerned about whether or not
your child should stay home.

How Can Bacterial Meningitis Be Prevented?

Do not share food, drinks, utensils, totlushes, or cigarettes. Limit the number of persons

you kiss. While there are vaccines for some other strains of bacterial meningitis, they are used
only in special circumstances. These include when there is a disease outbreak in a community
or for peopletraveling to a country where there is a high risk of getting the disease. Also a
vaccine is recommended by some groups for college students, particularly freshmen living in
dorms or residence halls. The vaccine is safe and effectiveQ®5

It can cause iild side effects, such as redness and pain at the injection site lasting up to two
days. Immunity develops within 7 to 10 days after the vaccine is given and lasts for up to 5
years.

for Exemption from ImmunizatioriThe form must be notarized and submitted to the principal

or school nurse within 90 days of notarization. If the parent is seeking an exemption for more
than one studenin the family, a separate form must be provided for each student.

The immunizations required are: diphtheria, tetanus, and pertussis; rubeola (measles), mumps,
and rubella; polio; hepatitis A; hepatitis B; varicella (chicken pox); and meningococcus. The
school nurse can provide information on agppropriate doses or on an acceptable physieian
validated history of illness required by TDSHS. Proof of immunization may be established by
personal records from a licensed physician or public health clinic vaitinature or rubber

stamp validation.

STUDENT WELFARE FREEDOM FROM BULLYING
FFI (LOCAL)

This policy addresses bullying of District students. For purposes of this policy, the term bullying
includes cyberbullying.

For provisions regarding discrimination and harassment involving District students, see FFH.
Note that FFI shall be used in conjunction with FFH for certain prohibited conduct. For reporting
requirements related to child abuse and neglect, see FFG.

Bullying Prohibited

The District prohibits bullying, including cyberbullying, as defined by state law. Retaliation
against anyone involved in the complaint process is a violation of District policy and is
prohibited.

Bullying of a student could occur by ploa contact or through electronic means and may
include hazing,Hreats, taunting, teasg, confinement, assault, demanfits money,
destruction of progrty, theft of valued possessions, name calling, rumor spreading, or
ostracism.

The District prohibitsetaliation by a student or District employee against any person who in
good faith makes a report of bullying, serves as a witness, or participates in an investigation.

Examples of retaliation may incledhreats, rumor spreading, tracism, assault, désiction of
property, unjustified punishments, or unwarranted grade reductiondaWful retaliation does
not include petty slights or annoyances.

A student who intentionally makes al$e claim, offers false stateents, or refuses to
cooperate with aDidrict investigation regarohg bullying shall be subject to appropriate
disciplinary action.
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Reports of bullying shall be mades®on as possible after theledjed act or knowledge of the
alleged act. A failure to immediately report may impairthne Digtii2d | 6 Af AG& (2 Ay @S
address the prohibited conduct.

To obtain assistance and intervention, any student who believes that he or she has experienced
bullying or believes that another student has experienced bullying should immediately report
the alleged acts to a teacher, school counselor, priagipr other Digict employee. The
Superintendent shall develop procedureslaiving a student to anonymously rep an alleged
incident of bulying.

Any District employee who suspedsreceives notie that a stdent or group of students has
or may have experienced bullying shall immediately notify the principal or designee.

A report may be made orally or in writing. The principal or designee shall reduce any oral
reports to written form.

When an dkgation of bullying is reported, the principal or designee shall notify a parent of the
alleged victim on or before the third business day after the incident is reported. The principal or
designee shall also notify a parent of the student alleged to lesngaged in the conduct within

a reasonable amount of time after the incident is reported.

The principal or designee shall determine whether the allegations in the report, if proven,

would constitute prohibited conduct as déned by policy FFH, includidgting violence and
harassment or discrimination on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, gender, national origin, or
disability. If so, the District shall proceed under policy FFH. If the allegations could constitute
both prohibited conduct and bullgg, the investigation uret FFH shall include a detemmation

on each type of conduct.

The principal or designee shallnohuct an appropriate investigian based on the allegations in
the report. The principal or desige shall promptly take interim actiocalculated to prevent
bullying during the course of an investigation, if appropriate.

Absent extenuating circumstances, the investigation should be completed within ten District
business days from the date of the initial report alleging bullying; howekie principal or
designee shall take additional time if nesasy to complete a thorough westigation.

The principal or designee shall prepare a final, written report of the investigation. The report
shall include a determination of whether bullyingaurred, and if so, whether the victim used
reasonable selflefense. A copy of the reporhall be sent to the Superintelent or designee.

If an incident of bullying is confirmed, the principal or designee shall promptly notify the
parents of the victim ad of the student who engaged in bullying.

Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, 20 U.S.C. Sec. 1232g

The Littlefield Independent School District maintains general educatiomdscequired by law.

A student's school records are private and are protected from unauthorized inspection or use. A
cumulative record is maintained for each student from the time the student enters the District
until the student withdraws or graduates. iElrecord moves with the student from school to
school.

By law, both parents, whether married, separated, or divorced, have access to the records of a
student who is a minor or a dependent for tax purposes, as do students who are 18 years of age
or older. A parent whose rights have been legally terminated will be denied access to the
records if the school is given a copy of the court order terminating these rights.

The principal is custodian or all records for currently enrolled students at the assghedl!.
The Superintendent is the custodian of all records for students who have withdrawn or
graduated. Records may be reviewed during regular school hours. The record custodian or
designee will respond to respond to reasonable requests for explanatidnngerpretation of
the records.

Certain other officials from various governmental agencies may have limited access to the
records. The district will release educational records to a juvenile justice agency in accordance
with an agreement between the district and the agentie information will be released

before the student is adjudicated and will be provided so that the juvenile agency can
appropriately serve the student. The district forwards a student's records on request to a school
in which a student seeks or intendsearoll without the necessity of the parent's permission.
Parental consent is required to release the records to anyone else. When the student reaches

The parent's or stdent's right of access to, and copies of, student records does not extend to
all records. Materials such as, but not limited to teachers' personal notes on a student do not
have to be made available to the parents or student.

to file a complaint with the Superintendent if they feel that the District is not in compliance

with the law regarding student records.

Parents may be denied copies of a student's records (1) after the studestiesage 18 and is
no longer a dependent for tax purposes: (2) when the student is attending an institution of
post- secondary education: or (3) if the parent fails to follow proper procedures.

Certain information about district students is considered dioey information and will be
released to anyone who follows procedures for requesting it, unless the parent objects in
writing to the principal within ten days after the issuance of this notice. Directory information
includes: a student's name, addresslgpphone number, date and place of birth, participation in
officially recognized activities and sports, weight and height of members of athletic teams,
dates of attendance, awards received in school, most recent previous school attended, and
other similarinformation.

POSTERS

Signs and posters that a student wishes to display must first be approved by the Principal.
Posters displayed withdwauthorization will be removed. Any student who posts printed
material without prior approval shall be subject to disciplinary action.

STUDENT COMPLAINTS

A student or parent who has a complaint should first bring the matter to the appropriate
teacher. Ifthe outcome is not satisfactory, a conference with the principal can be requested
within ten calendar days of the event or events causing the complaint. If the outcome of the
conference with the principal is not satisfactory, a conference with the Supedent or
designee can be requested within ten calendar days following the conference with the
principal. If the outcome of this conference is not satisfactory, the student or parent may
appear before the Board of Trustees, in accordance with Board policy

A student and/or parent with a complaint regarding possible discrimination on the basis of sex
should contact Superintendent Robert Dillard.

A complaint or concern regarding the placement of a student with disabilities who is not eligible
for special edcation or about the District's programs and services available to the student
should be brought to Assistant Superintendent Rick Richards.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL TREATMENT

Parents shall complete an emergency care form each year that includes a place fdaparen
consent for school officials to obtain medical treatment for the student as provided by law.
Parents shall also be asked to supply other information that could be required in case of an
emergency; parents should update this information as often as ssz0y.

SCHOOL SAFETY TRANSFERS

The parent of a student who becomes a victim of a violent criminal offense or who is assigned
to a campus identified by TEA as persistently dangerous shall be offered a transfer to a safe
public or charter school within thBistrict.

For each transfer requested, the District shall explore transfer options, as appropriate. Options
may include a transfer agreement with another school district.

The parent of a student attending a school identified as persistently dangeroudshall
provided notification of his or her right to request a transfer.

Consequences

A student whose bedwior shows disrespect for others, including interference with their access
to a public education and a safe environment, will be subject to disciplinary action.

School rules and the authority of the District to administer discipline apply whenever the
interest of the school is involved on or off school grounds in conjunction with or independent of
classes and schasponsored activities.

The District has disciplinary authority over a student:

6. For any mandatory expulsion offense amitted while on school property or while
attending a schoesponsored or school related activity of another district in Texas;

7. When retaliation against a school employee or volunteer occurs or is threatened,

regardless of time or location;
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8. When thestudent commits a felony, as provided by Texas Education Code 37.006 or

9. When criminal mischief is committed on or off school property or at a setedaled
event.

The District has the right to search a vehicle driven to school by amttathd parked on school
property whenever there is reasonable cause to believe it contains articles or materials
prohibited by the District.

The District has the right to search a student's locker whenever there is reasonable cause to
believe it containsrticles or materials prohibited by the District. A school administrator will
report crimes as required by law. A school administrator who suspects that a crime has been
committed on campus will call local law enforcement. In general, discipline wik&igreed to
correct the misconduct and to encourage adherence by all students to adhere to their
responsibilities as citizens of the school community. Disciplinary action will draw on the
professional judgment of teachers and administrators and on a rahdeacipline management
techniques.

The discipline of students with disabilities is subject to applicable state and federal law in
addition to the Student Code of Conduct. To the extent any conflict exists, state and/or federal
law will prevail.

DISCRETIONARY REMOVAL

Generamisconduct violations will not necessarily result in the formal removal of the student
from class or another placement, but may result in a routine referral, formal removal, or the
use of any other discipline management technique.

FORMAL REMOVAL

Any removal of a student by a teacher requires that a Student Code of Conduct violation report
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A teacher or administratomust remove a student from class if the student engages in behavior
that under the Education Code requires or péts the student to be placed in a DAEP or
expelled.

A teacher or administrator may remove a student from class for a behavior that the District has
determined is a violation of the Student Code of Conduct.

Within three school days, the principal wilhedule a conference with the student's parent, the
student, and the teacher in the case of a teacher, principal, or administrator removal.

At the conference, the principal or appropriate administrator will inform the student of the
misconduct for which her she is charged and give the student an opportunity to give his or
her version of the incident. The principal or appropriate administrator will notify the student of
the consequences of the Student Code of Conduct violation.

When a student is removeddm the regular classroom and a hearing is pending, the principal
may place a student in:
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Another appropriate classroom.

In-school suspension.

Out-of-school suspension.

A Disciplinary Alternative Education Program in which the student must be separated
from other students for the entire school program day, and which will provide
counseling and instruction in theore subjects.
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When a student has been formally removed from class, the principal may not return the
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State law prohibits students placed in a disciplinary Alternative Education Program for
mandatory removal reasons from attding or participating in schogponsored or schoel
related extracurricular and noncurricular activities during the period of placement including
seeking or holding honorary positions and/or membership in secepohsored clubs and
organizations.

The District does not permit a student who is placed in a disciplinary Alternative Program for
any reason determined by the District to participate in any scispoinsored or school related
extracurricular or noncurricular activity, including seeking odhng honorary positions and/or
membership in schoedponsored clubs and organizations.

Parental questions or complaints regarding disciplinary measures taken should be addressed to

the teacher or campus administration, as appropriate and in accordantepolicy FNG
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administration office.

REMOVAL FROM THE REGULAR EDUCATION SETTING
SUSPENSION

Behaviors

Students may be suspended for any behavior listed in the @sdegeneral conduct violation,
DAEP offense, or expellable offense.

In deciding whether to order oubf-school suspension, the district will take into consideration:
1. Seltdefense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lack of intent at the time the studenthgaged in the conduct, and

3. The student's disciplinary history.
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Consequences
SUSPENSION

Students with disabilities are subject to applicable state and federal law in addition to the
Student Code of Conduct. To the extent any conflict exists, stat@afetleral law will prevail.

State law allows a student to be suspended for as many as three school days per behavior
violation, with no limit on the number of times a student may be suspended in a semester or
school year.

A student who is to be suspeed will be given an informal conference by the principal or
appropriate administrator advising the student of the conduct with which he or she is accused.
The student will be given the opportunity to explain his or her version of the incident.

PLACEMENT IN A DISCIPLINARY ALTERNATIVE EDUCATION PROGRAM

A student who is expelled for an offense that otherwise would have resulted in a DAEP
placement does not have to laced in a DAEP in addition to the expulsion.

In deciding whether to place a student in a DAEP, regardless of whether the action is
mandatory or discretionary, the district will take into consideration:

1. Selfdefense (see glossary),

2. Intent or lackof intent at the time the student engaged in the conduct, and

3. The student's disciplinary history.

Removals to a DAEP will be made by the campus Principal.
The duration of a student's placement in a DAEP will be determined by the campus Principal.

The duration of a student's placement in a DAEP will be determined on dga&sse basis.
The maximum period of DAEP placement is as follows:

In accordance with state law, a student may be placed in a DAEP for any one of the following
offenses:

not at a schoekponsored or school related event, if the student's presence in the
regular classroom threatens the safety of ottstudents or teachers or will be

In accordance with Education Code 37.0081, after an opportunity for a hearing before the
Board or its designee, a student may be placed in a DAEP if:

W The student receives deferrgatosecution for conduct defined as a felony
offense in
Title 5 of the Texas Penal Code; or

W The student has been found by a court to have engaged in delinquent conduct

for conduct defined as a felony offense in Title 5 of the Texas Penal Code.

The Boad or the Board's designee must determine that the student's presence in the regular
classroom:

1. Threatens the safety of other students or teachers;
2. Will be detrimental to the educational process; or
3. Is not in the best interest of the Districksudents.

A student's placement in the DAEP as a result of receiving deferred prosecution or delinquent
conduct, as described above, may occur regardless of:

1. The date on which the student's conduct occurred;

2. The location at which the conduct occed;

3. Whether the conduct occurred while the student was enrolled in the District; or

4, Whether the student has successfully completed any court disposition requirements

imposed in connection with the conduct.

Involvement in gang activity, includipgrticipating as a member or pledge, or soliciting
another person to become a pledge or member of a gang.
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Involvement in a public school fraternity, sorority, or secret society, including participating as a
member or pledge, or soliciting another persandecome a pledge or member of a public
school fraternity, sorority, or secret society.

Any criminal mischief.

A federal firearms violation, for a student six years of age or younger.

In addition, the District has determined that the following behavioisy result in a student's
placement in a DAEP:
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Cheating or copying the work of another.

Throwing objects that can cause bodily injury or property damage.

Failing to comply with directives given by school personnel.

Leaving school grounds or schaplonsaed events without permission.

Disobeying rules for conduct on school buses.

Directing profanity, vulgar language, or obscene gestures toward other students or a
District employee.

Fighting.

Hazing.

Stealing from students, staff, or the school.

Damaging owvandalizing property owned by others.

Defacing or damaging school propertycluding textbooks, lockers, furniture, and
other equipment- with graffiti or by other means.

Possessing fireworks of any kind, smoke or stink bombs, or any other pyrotechnic
device.

Discharging a fire extinguisher.

Possessing a razor, box cutter, chain, or any other object used in a way that threatens or
inflicts bodily injury to another person.

Possessing or selling a "leakke™" weapon.

Possessing an air gun or BB gun.

Possesing ammunition.

Possessing a stun gun.

Possessing mace or pepper spray.

Possessing or using any articles not generally considered to be a weapon, including
school supplies, when the principal or designee determines that a danger exists.
Gambling.

Makingfalse accusations or hoaxes regarding school safety.

Falsifying records, passes, or other school related documents.
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Committing extortion, coercion, or blackmail (obtaining money or another object of
value from an unwilling person).

Engaging in disruptivecdons or demonstrations that substantially disrupt or materially
interfere with school activities.

Being insubordinate.

Refusing to accept discipline management techniques assigned by a teacher or principal.
Forcing an individual to act through the useafce or threat of force.

Committing or assisting in a robbery or theft even if it does not constitute a felony
according to the Texas Penal Code. (Felony robbery or theft offenses are addressed
elsewhere in the Student Code of Conduct.)

Bullying, includig intimidation by name calling, using ethnic or racial slurs, or making
derogatory statements that could disrupt in the school program or incite violence.
Engaging in threatening behavior toward another student or District employee, on or off
school proprty.

Engaging in harassment motivated by race, color, religion, national origin, disability, or
age and directed toward another student or a District employee.

Engaging in any misbehavior that gives school officials reasonable cause to believe that
such onduct will substantially disrupt the school program or incite violence.

Engaging in inappropriate verbal, physical, or sexual contact directed toward another
student or a District employee.

Engaging in conduct that constitutes sexual harassment or sakuak whether the
conduct is by word, gesture, or any other sexual conduct, including requests of sexual
favors directed toward another student or a District employee.

Inappropriate or indecent exposure of a student's private body parts.

Possessing or ugirmatches or a lighter.

Possessing, smoking, or using tobacco products or electronic cigarettes.

Possessing or selling lcakke drugs or items attempted to be passed off as drugs or
contraband.

Possessing or selling seeds or pieces of marijuana inhi@sstusable amount.
Possessing, using, giving, or selling paraphernalia related to any prohibited substance.
Abusing the student's own prescription drug, giving a prescription drug to another
student, or possessing or being under the influence of angtieeson's prescription

drug on school property or at a school related event.

Violating the District's policy on taking prescription drugs and -twercounter drugs at
school.

Using a cellular telephone or other telecommunications device at school durng th
school day.
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1 Possessing or using a laser pointer for other than an approved use.

1 Violating computer use policies, rules, or agreements signed by the student, and/or
agreements signed by the student's parent.

1 Using the Internet or other electronic commuat®ns to threaten students, employees,
or cause disruption to the educational program.

1 Sending or posting electronic messages that are abusive, obscene, sexually oriented,
threatening, harassing, damaging to another's reputation, or illegal.

1 Engaging inerbal or written exchanges that threaten the safety of another student, a
school employee, or school property.

1 Possessing published or electronic material that is designed to promote or encourage
illegal behavior or that could threaten school safety, usgail or Web sites at school
to encourage illegal behavior, or threatening school safety.

1 Possessing material that is pornographic.

1 Violating dress and grooming standards as communicated in the student handbook.

1 Repeatedly violating other communicatednapus or classroom standards of behavior.

In an emergency, the principal or the principal's designee may order the immediate placement
of a student in a DAEP for any reason for which placement in a DAEP may be made on a
nonemergency basis.

Consequences

A student who on school property or at a school related event on or off school property sells,
gives, delivers, possesses, uses, or is under the influence of prohibited drugs, alcohol, or an
inhalant if the conduct is not punishable as a felony will beguiein a disciplinary Alternative
Education Program on the first offense; however, if the student sells, gives, delivers, possesses,
uses or is under the influence of prohibited drugs, alcohol, or an inhalant of any amount a
second time in the same schogdar, the student will be expelled.

Within three school days of receiving the Student Code of Conduct violation report, the

Until a conference can be held as a result of a formal teacher removal or administrator removal,
the principal may place a student in:
1 Another appropriate classroom

91 In-school suspension
1 Out-of-school suspension
1 A Disciplinary Alternative Education Program
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At the conference, the principal or appropriate administrator will inform the student, orally or
in writing, of the reasons for the removal, an explanation of the basis for the removal, and an
opportunity to respond to the reasons for the removal.

Following valid attempts to require their attendance, the District may hold the conference and
make a placement decision regardless of whether the student or the student's parent attends
the conference.

After the conference, if the student is placed in the DAE® the length of placement is
inconsistent with the guidelines included in the Student Code of Conduct, the DAEP placement
order will give notice of the inconsistency.

Placement in a DAEP may not exceed one year unless a review by the District detehatn
1. The student is a threat to the safety of other students or to District employees; or
2. Extended placement is in the best interest of the student.

A DAEP placement in accordance with Education Code 37.0081 may be for any length of time
determined necessary by the Board or its designee in light of the factors considered before
placement.

A student placed under this section is entitled to periodic status reviews by the Board or
designee at intervals not to exceed 120 days.

The Board's desigeewill send the student and the parents a copy of the DAEP order. Not later
than the second business day after the conference, the Board's designee will deliver to the
juvenile court a copy of the order placing the student in a DAEP and all informatione@dy
Section 52.04 of the Family Code.

After the conference, if the student is placed in a DAEP, the appropriate administrator will write
a DAEP placement order. A copy of the DAEP placement order will be sent to the student and
the student's parentParental questions or complaints regarding disciplinary measures should
be addressed to the campus administration, in accordance with policy FNG (LOCAL). A copy of
this policy may be obtained from the principal's office or the central administration office
Consequences will not be deferred pending the outcome of an appeal. The decision to place a
student in a DAEP cannot be appealed beyond the Board.

State law prohibits students placed in a DAEP for any reason determined by the District to
participate inany schoekponsored or school related extracurricular andctoricular activity,
including seeking or holding honorary positions and/or membership in s&pmisored clubs
and organizations.

A student placed in a DAEP will not be provided transpontatioless he or she is a student
with a disability who has transportation designated as a related service in the student's IEP.
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If during the term of placement in a DAEP the student engages in additional conduct for which
placement in a DAEP or expulsisrrequired or permitted, additional proceedings may be
conducted, and the principal, or other appropriate administrator, or the Board may enter an
additional disciplinary order as a result of those proceedings.

A student placed in a DAEP will be provide®view of his or her status, including academic
status, by the campus principal at intervals not to exceed 120 days. In the case of a high school
student, the student's progress toward graduation and the student's graduation plan will also
be reviewed. Athe review, the student or the student's parents will be given the opportunity

to present arguments for the student's return to the regular classroom or campus. The student
may not be returned to the classroom of a teacher who removed the student wittaut

teacher's consent.

For placement in a DAEP to extend beyond 60 days or the end of the next grading period,
whichever is sooner, a student's parent will be given notice and the opportunity to participate
in a proceeding before the Board or the Boardesignee. Any decision is final and may not be
appealed beyond the Board.

For placement in a DAEP to extend beyond the end of the school year, the campus Principal
must determine that:

1. The student's presence in the regular classroom or campus ptesedanger of physical
harm to the student or others; or
2. The student has engaged in serious or persistent misbehavior that violates the District's

Student Code of Conduct.

Students who commit offenses requiring placement in a DAEP at the end stboel year
may be required to continue that placement at the start of the next school year to complete
the assigned term of placement.

When a student violates the District's Student Code of Conduct in a way that requires or
permits the student to be plad in a DAEP and the student withdraws from the District before

a DAEP placement order is completed, the District may complete the proceedings and issue a
DAEP placement order. If a student then reenrolls in the District during the same or a
subsequent sabol year, the District may enforce the order at that time, less any period of the
placement that has been served by the student during enrollment in another district. If the
principal, or other appropriate administrator, or the Board fails to issue a PREEmMent

order after the student withdraws, the next district in which the student enrolls may complete
the proceedings and issue a DAEP placement order.

A student assigned to a DAEP placement in another district or-epssilment charter school
at thetime he or she enrolls in the District will be placed directly into the District's DAEP.

For seniors who are eligible to graduate and are assigned to a DAEP at the time of graduation,
the last day of placement in the program will be the last instructialagl, and the student will
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be allowed to participate in the graduation ceremony and related graduation activities unless
otherwise specified in the DAEP placement order.

The office of the prosecuting attorney will notify the District if a student wasepléic a DAEP
and:

1. Prosecution of a student's case was refused for lack of prosecutional merit of
insufficientevidence and no formal proceedings, deferred adjudication (see glossary), or
deferred prosecution will be initiated; or

2. The court or juryound a student not guilty, or made a finding that the student did not
engage in delinquent conduct or conduct indicating a need for supervision, and the case
was dismissed with prejudice.

If a student was placed in a DAEP for conduct other than adédse or report or terroristic

threat involving a public school or conduct on or within 300 feet of school property for which
DAEP placement is required by law, on receiving the notice from the prosecutor, the
Superintendent or designee will review the dant's placement in the DAEP and schedule a
review of the student's placement with the student's parent not later than the third day after
the Superintendent or designee receives notice from the prosecutor. The student may not be
returned to the regular lassroom pending the review.

After reviewing the notice and receiving information from the student's parent, the
Superintendent or designee may continue the student's placement in the DAEP if there is
reason to believe that the presence of the studenthe regular classroom threatens the safety
of other students or teachers. The student or the student's parent may appeal the
Superintendent's decision to the Board. The student may not be returned to the regular
classroom pending the appeal.

The Board wij at the next scheduled meeting, review the notice from the prosecutor and

receive information from the student, the student's parent, and the Superintendent or

designee, and confirm or reverse the decision of the Superintendent or designee. The Bbard wil
make a record of the proceedings.

If the Board confirms the decision of the Superintendent or designee the Board will inform the
student and the student's parent of the right to appeal to the Commissioner of Education. The
student may not be returned tthe regular classroom pending the appeal.

When an emergency placement occurs, the student will be given oral notice of the reason for
the action. Not later than the tenth day after the date of the placement, the student will be
given the appropriate coefence required for placement in a DAEP. If emergency placement
involves a student with disabilities who receives special education services, the term of the
student’ emergency removal is subject to the requirements of federal law.

2. The frame or receiver of any such agon.

3. Any firearm muffler or firearm weapon.

4. Any destructive device, such as any explosive, incendiary or poison gas bomb, or
grenade.

Using, exhibiting, or possessing the following, as defined by the Texas Penal Code:

1. A firearm (any device demed, made, or adapted to expel a projectile through a barrel

by using the energy generated by an explosion or burning substance or any device
readily convertible to that use).

2. An illegal knife, such as a knife with a blade of 5%z inches; hand insttudesigned to
cut or stab another by being thrown; dagger, including but not limited to a dirk, stiletto,
and poniard; bowie knife; sword; or spear.

Leaving school grounds without peisgion.

Sexual harassment of a student or District employee.

Possession of or conspiracy to possess any explosive or explosive device.
Falsification of records, passes, or other schetdted documents.
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1 Refusal to accept discipline management techniquesgned by the teacher or
principal.

In an emergency, the principal or the principal's designee may order the immediate expulsion
of a student for any reason for which expulsion may be made on a nonemergency basis.

Consequences

Students with disabilitie are subject to applicable state and federal law in addition to the
Student Code of Conduct. To the extent any conflict exists, state and/or federal law will prevail.

When a student under the age of ten engages in behavior that is expellable behagior, th
student will not be expelled, but will be placed in a Disciplinary Alternative Education Program
(DAEP). Students under age six will not be removed from class or placed in a DAEP unless the
student commits a federal firearm offense.

State and federal l& require a student to be expelled from the regular classroom for a period

of at least one calendar year for bringing a firearm, as defined by federal law, to school.
However, the superintendent or other appropriate administrator may modify the lengtheof
expulsion on a casky-case basis, and/or the District may provide educational services to the
expelled students in a DAEP. The District must provide educational services in the DAEP if the
student is less than ten years of age.

If a student is belieed to have committed an expellable offense, the principal or other
appropriateadministrator will schedule a hearing within a reasonable time. The student's
parent will be invited in writing to attend the hearing. Until a hearing can be held, the principa
may place the student in:

1 Another appropriate classroom.

1 In-school suspension.

9 Out-of-school suspension.

1 A Disciplinary Alternative Education Program.

The duration of a student's expulsion will be determined on a-tasease basis. The maximum
period d expulsion is as follows:

Conduct Maximum length of time
1. Possessing a firearm 1 calendar year
2. All other offenses for Up to 180 school days

which a student days
must and/or may
be expelled
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The length of expulsion will be cefated to the seriousness of the offense, the student's age
and grade level, the frequency of misbehavior, the student's attitude, and statutory
requirements.

A student facing expulsion will be given appropriate due process. The student is entitled to:

1. Representation by the student's parent or another adult who can provide guidance to
the student and who is not an employee of the District.

2. An opportunity to testify and to present evidence and witnesses in the student's
defense.

3. An opportunityto question the District's witnesses.

The Board delegates to the Superintendent authority to expel students.

A student expelled by the Superintendent after the due process hearing may request that the
Board review the expulsion decision. The studenparent must submit a written request to

the Superintendent within seven days after receipt of the written decision. The Superintendent
must provide the student or parent written notice of the date, time, and place of the meeting

at which the Board will regw the decision. Consequences will not be deferred pending the
outcome of the hearing.

After providing notice to the student and parent of the hearing, the District may hold the
hearing regardless of whether the student or the student's parents attefds.Board will

review the record of the expulsion hearing in a closed meeting unless the parent requests in
writing that the matter be held in an open meeting. The Board may also hear a statement from
the student or parent and from the Board's designee.

The Board will hear statements made by the parties at the review and will base its decision on
evidence reflected in the record and any statements made by the parties at the review. The
Board will make and communicate its decision orally at the concluditre@resentation.
Consequences will not be deferred pending the outcome of the hearing.

After the due process hearing, if the student is expelled, the Board or its designee will deliver to
the student and the student's parent a copy of the order expglthe student.

If the length of the expulsion is inconsistent with the guidelines included in the Student Code of
Conduct, the expulsion order will give notice of the inconsistency. An expulsion may not exceed
one year unless, after review, the Distridtermines that:

1. The student is a threat to the safety of other students or to District employees; or
2. Extended expulsion is in the best interest of the student.
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When a student has violated the District's Student Code of Conduct in a way tharesequ
permits expulsion from the District and the student withdraws from the District before the
expulsion hearing takes place, the District may conduct the hearing after sending written notice
to the parent and student. If the student then reenrollsire District during the same or
subsequent school year, the District may enforce the expulsion order at that time, less any
expulsion period that has been served by the student during enrollment in another district. If
the principal, another appropriate awinistrator, or the Board fails to issue an expulsion order
after the student withdraws, the next district in which the student enrolls may complete the
proceedings. If during the expulsion, the student engages in additional conduct for which
placement ina DAEP or expulsion is required or permitted, additional proceedings may be
conducted, and the principal, another appropriate administrator, or the Board may issue an
additional disciplinary order as a result of those proceedings.

Not later than the seaad business day after the hearing, the Superintendent will deliver to the
juvenile court a copy of the order expelling the student and the information required by Section
52.04 of the Family Code.

Students who commit offenses that require expulsion & #md of one school year may be
expelled into the next school year to complete the term of expulsion.

Expelled students are prohibited from being on school grounds or attending sspoosored
or schoolrelated activities during the period of expulsion.

No District academic credit will be earned for work missed during the period of expulsion.

The District will continue the expulsion of any student expelled from another district during the
period of the expulsion order.

The District will continue the @xilsion of any student expelled from another openrollment
charter school during the period of the expulsion order.

If a student expelled in another state enrolls in the District, the District may continue the
expulsion under the terms of the expulsiorder, may place the student in a DAEP for the
period specified in the order, or may allow the student to attend regular class if:

1. The outof-state district provides the District with a copy of the expulsion order, and
2. The offense resulting in thexpulsion is also an expellable offense in the District in
which the student is enrolling.

If a student is expelled by a district in another state for a period that exceeds one year and the
Distinct continues the expulsion or places the student in a D&eMDistrict will reduce the

period of the expulsion or DAEP placement so that the entire period does not exceed one year,
unless after a review it is determined that:
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1. The student is a threat to the safety of other students or District employeaes; o
2. Extended placement is in the best interest of the student.

When an emergency expulsion occurs, the student will be given verbal notice of the reason for
the action. Within ten days after the date of the emergency expulsion, the student will be given
appropriate due process required for a student facing expulsion. If emergency expulsion
involves a student with disabilities who receives special education services, the term of the
student's emergency expulsion is subject to the requirements of fedanal |
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Glossary

Armor-piercing ammunitionis handgun ammunition designed primarily for the purpose of
penetratingmetal or body armor and to be used primarily in pistols and revolvers.

Arsonoccurs when a person starts a fire, regardless of whetherithecbntinues after ignition,

or causes an explosion with intent to destroy or damage:

1. Any vegetation, fence, or structure on opspace land; or

2. Any building, habitation, or vehicle:

Knowing that it is within the limits of an incorporated attytown;

Knowing that it is insured against damage or destruction;

Knowing that it is subject to a mortgage or other security interest;

Knowing that it is located on property belonging to another;

Knowing that it has located within it propg belonging to another; or

When the person is reckless about whether the burning or explosion will

endanger the life of some individual or the safety of the property of another.

3. A crime that involves recklessly starting a fire or causing an €gplavhile
manufacturingor attempting to manufacture a controlled substance and the fire or
explosion damages aruilding, habitation, or vehicle; or

4. A crime that involves intentionally starting a fire or causing an explosion and in so doing:
a. Red&lessly damages or destroys a building belonging to another, or
b. Recklessly causes another person to suffer bodily injury or death.

Assaultis defined in part by Texas Penal Code 22.01(a)(1). A person commits an assault if the
person intentionally, kawingly, or recklessly causes bodily injury to another.

Chemical dispensing devide a device, other than a small chemical dispenser sold
commercially for personal protection, designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of causing
an adverse psychologioat physiological effect on a human being.

Clubis an instrument specially designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting serious
bodily injury or death by striking a person with the instrument, including a blackjack, mace, and
tomahawk.

Deadlyconductoccurs when a person commits an offense by recklessly engaging in conduct
that places another in imminent danger of serious bodily injury or by knowitigtharging a
firearm in thedirection of an individual, habitation, building, or vehicle.

Deferred adjudicatiormay be offered to a student who is 17 or older, as an alternative to
seekinga conviction in court.

Deferred prosecutiommay be offered to a juvenile as an alternative to seeking a conviction in
court for delinquent conduct or condundicating a need for supervision.
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Delinquent conductis conduct that violates either state or federal law and is punishable by
imprisonment or confinement in jail. Delinquent conduct also includes conduct that violates
certainjuvenile court orders, ifading probation orders. Delinquent conduct does not,
however, includeviolations of traffic laws.

Explosive weapoiis any explosive or incendiary bomb, grenade, rocket, or mine that is
designedmade, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting serious pdijury, death, or
substantial propertydamage, or for the principal purpose of causing such a load report as to
cause undue public alaror terror, and includes a device designed, made, or adapted for
delivery or shooting an explosivesapon.

False Alam or Reportoccurs when a person knowingly initiates, communicates or circulates a
report of a present, past, or future bombing, fire, offense, or other emergency that he or she
knowsis false or baseless and that would ordinarily:

1. Cause action by aofficial or volunteer agency organized to deal with emergencies;
2. Place a person in fear of imminent serious bodily injury; or
3. Prevent or interrupt the occupation of a building, room, or place of assembly.

Firearm silencemeans any device designetiade, or adapted to muffle the report of a
firearm.

Graffiti are markings with paint, an indelible pen or marker, or an etching or engraving device
ontangible property without the effective consent of the owner. The markings may include
inscriptions slogans, drawings, or paintings.

Harassmenimeans repeated unwelcome and offensive slurs, jokes, or other oral, written,

graphic2 NJ LK@ AA Ol f O2y RdzO0 NBfFGSR G2 +ty AYRAGARM
disability, or agehat creates an inthidating, hostile, or offensive educational or work

environment.

Hazinginvolves any knowing, intentional, or reckless act, occurring on or off the campus by one
person alone or acting with others, directed against a student, that endangers the mental or
physical health or safety of a student for the purposes of pledging, initiation into, affiliation

with, holding office in, or maintaining membership in an organization.

Knuckleds any instrument consisting of finger rings or guards made of a hard swlestiaat is
designed, made, or adapted for the purpose of inflicting serious bodily injury or death by
strikinga person with a fist enclosed in the knuckles.

Machine gunis any firearm that is capable of shooting more than two shots automatically,
without manual reloading, by a single function of the trigger.

Mandatory means that something is obligatory or required because of an authority.
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
